A MOTION confirming the Executive's appointment of Kathleen Booher, who resides in Council District Five, to the King County Civil Rights Commission as the District Five Representative. 
SUMMARY:  
The Executive has appointed Ms. Booher to a partial term on the King County Civil Rights Commission expiring June 1, 2014.
