On February 16, 2006 the Law, Justice and Human Services Committee heard this proposed motion to confirm the executive’s appointment of Dan Foley to the King County Alcoholism and Substance Abuse Administrative Board.  The Committee reviewed and amended the motion to reflect the County’s new district boundaries in which Mr. Foley now resides in Council district five.  The Committee adopted Proposed Motion 2005-0446 and gave a DO PASS CONSENT recommendation to the amended version of the motion.
Subject:

A MOTION confirming the Executive’s appointment of Dan Foley, who resides in council district five, to the King County Alcoholism and Substance Abuse Administrative Board.

Summary:

The Executive has appointed Dan Foley to a partial term on the King County Alcoholism and Substance Abuse Administrative Board, expiring January 30, 2008.

Mr. Foley is a resident of Kent and Council district five.  He is a graduate of Montana Collage of Mineral Science and technology where he received a Bachelor of Arts Degree in History.  Mr. Foley is currently a Financial Advisor for McDonald Investments Inc.

The 15 member King County Alcoholism and Substance Abuse Administrative Board is required by State law and regulations to provide oversight for the program.  By agreement with the City of Seattle, related to the joint Seattle-King County Health Department, the Mayor appoints five members and the County Executive appoints the remainder.

For the Committee’s approval an amendment and title amendment have been prepared to change the nominee’s residing council district from district thirteen to district five.  This is merely a technical change and does not change the original sponsoring Councilmember.
