Enclosed for the Council’s review and approval is an amendment to Ordinance 17694. Ordinance 17694 authorized property tax changes for collection in 2014. However, the new voter approved Parks levy was erroneously listed separately instead of being included in the County’s regular levy. Moreover, the estimated levy amounts were not revised to reflect the most recent assessed values available. This is particularly important for the Roads and Transit levies since they are currently at their maximum levy rates and changes in assessed values directly affect the amount of revenue obtained. 
Thank you for your consideration of this amendment. These changes will allow King County to continue to achieve our financial sustainability goals as outlined in the King County Strategic Plan.
