NOTICE OF RULEMAKING – BOH 14-03
A Regulation on Adoption of
Restructured Local Hazardous Waste Management Fees
Pursuant to its authority under RCW 70.05.060 and 70.05.220, the King County Board of Health hereby gives notice of proposed rulemaking to adopt restructured local hazardous waste management fees, paid by commercial ratepayers, from a flat monthly fee to a volume-based tiered system.

The purpose of the proposed rulemaking is to more fairly distribute the Local Hazardous Waste (LHW) fees in BOH Chapter 11.04 charged to commercial (business and multi-family residential) solid waste collection ratepayers from the current flat monthly rate to a three-tiered rate structure that more fairly distributes the fees based on the volume of solid waste generated by each of three categories of commercial ratepayers.  The proposed change in the LHW rate structure is intended to generate no net increase in total LHW fees charged, and makes no changes to the LHW fees for single-family residential accounts, transfer station accounts or sewer account fees.  
A public hearing on the proposed rule at which the public may state their views orally or in writing will be held during the regular meeting of the King County Board of Health, July 17, 2014, at 1:30 p.m. in the Metropolitan King County Council Chambers, 10th floor, Courthouse, 516 Third Avenue, Seattle, WA.
