King County Metro Transit 2015-2016 Budget.
SUMMARY
On October 15, 2014, the Regional Transit Committee (RTC) was briefed on the County Executive’s transit budget proposal for 2015-2016.  During the next four weeks, the County Council continued its review of the proposed budget.
On Wednesday, November 12, the Council’s Budget Leadership Team unveiled the Council version of the budget.  This proposal, known as the Chair’s Striker, reflects the changes identified by the Council through its budget review. The transit operating budget (section 113) is on pages 89-95 of the packet, including provisos and expenditure restrictions that provide policy direction on specific issues.  The transit capital budget is included in section 129, Capital Improvement Program, pages 101-112.  Transit-related expenditure restrictions and provisos are found on pages 103-105 and 107-108.
On Thursday, November 13, the Budget and Fiscal Management Committee[footnoteRef:1] approved the Chair’s Striker.  A few amendments were adopted but these did not affect the transit portion of the budget.  The budget is on the County Council agenda of Monday, November 17. [1: All nine Councilmembers serve on the Budget and Fiscal Management Committee while the budget is under review. ]
