NOTICE OF RULEMAKING

Amendments to Board of Health Rabies Regulations
Pursuant to its authority under RCW 70.05.060, the King County Board of Health hereby gives notice of proposed rulemaking for the protection of the public's health against the transmittal of rabies.  The purpose of the proposed amendments is to conform the Board of Health Rabies Regulations to current veterinary medical standards.  The proposed amendments:

· Update the rabies vaccination requirements for dogs, cats and ferrets and conform the rabies vaccination supervision requirements to the current edition of the Compendium of Animal Rabies Prevention and Control;

· Conform the rabies reporting requirements to the State of Washington Notifiable Conditions Regulations for tracking communicable diseases and other conditions (Chapter 246-101 WAC); 
· Update the requirements for managing dogs, cats, ferrets and other animals that potentially expose humans to rabies;
· Update the requirements for managing animals exposed to suspected or confirmed rabid animals; and
· Update and clarify definitions and other terminology.

A public hearing on the proposed rule at which the public may state their views orally or in writing will be held during the regular meeting of the King County Board of Health, March 19, 2015 at 1:30 p.m. in the Metropolitan King County Council Chambers, 10th floor, Courthouse, 516 Third Avenue, Seattle, WA.
