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SUBJECT

Report on the third meeting of the Transit Service Guidelines Task Force, which took place on April 30.  Paul Carlson of the Council staff will summarize the meeting with King County Metro staff available for questions.

· Victor Obeso presented demographic information about Metro riders, and described how Social Equity is reflected in Metro’s planning and service guidelines.  Task Force members asked questions and commented on the Social Equity methodology.

· Chris O’Claire described Metro’s investigation of additional data on destinations and offered some details from a commercial dataset that captures heath care facilities, retail stores, social services, grocery stores and personal services.  Task Force members discussed aspects of the “destination” concept.
 
· John Howell began a discussion with two questions:  (1) What is the social equity problem we are trying to solve?  (2) What outcome would the task force like to see with respect to social equity?  Task Force members engaged in a lengthy discussion building on these questions. 

· General Manager Kevin Desmond alerted the Task Force to an announcement of additional service investments, which County Executive Dow Constantine made the following day.
