Dear Councilmember Phillips:

I am pleased to transmit a proposed ordinance and report that responds to a proviso in Council Ordinance 17941 requesting an ordinance establishing the King County regional public safety answering point oversight committee.  
The ordinance includes a description of the purpose, processes and role of the committee relative to recommending a strategic plan for the implementation, governance and operation of the Next Generation 911 (NG911) system in King County. In addition, the ordinance also outlines committee membership.  
The primary objective of the committee is to recommend to the King County Executive and Council a strategic plan for the implementation, governance and operation of the NG911 system in King County.  This work will specifically include proposed governance structures, operating rules and infrastructure for countywide E911 operations.
The enclosed report provides a preliminary committee work plan including recommended scope and deliverables.  The committee is expected to deliver the final strategic plan in February 2016.  This would be followed by a series of briefings to impacted stakeholders, including the Council and Executive. 
This report is consistent with the Strategic Plan’s goals for justice and safety.  I welcome your review and look forward to enhancing the County’s justice and safety by standardizing the operations of E911 and formalizing the strategic plan for NG911.  The estimated staff time to cost to produce this report was approximately 225 staff hours or $15,000 in direct salary costs.
