A briefing on the 2014 and 2015 Seattle/King County Clinic events.
Summary

After serving 3,386 patients at a very successful Seattle/King County Clinic (“Clinic”) event last year, the Seattle Center along with more than 80 community partners plans to repeat the Clinic October 23-26, 2015.  The patient population served was racially diverse, primarily low-income and represented over thirty-one language groups.  Patients received free medical, dental and vision care including services such as x-rays and mammograms, root canals, eyeglasses and lab tests not covered by basic insurance plans.  The 2014 Clinic was entirely staffed by 1,500 volunteers who provided care valued at almost $2.4 million. 

Goals for the 2015 Clinic include:
· 1,000 + patients per day

· $2.5M + in healthcare services

· 400 + volunteer healthcare professionals per day

· 250 + general support volunteers per day

· 80 + dental operatories

· 10 + vision lanes

· 1,200 + prescription eyeglasses

· 40 + medical exam rooms
