FCD Resolution No. FCD2015-0__

A RESOLUTION relating to the award of Flood Reduction Grants by the King County Flood Control Zone District.

This year the Flood District received applications totaling $9,483,841 for a total available funds of $2,883,634.   The District received 25 applications.  A panel comprised of former King County Councilmember Louise Miller, Water and Land Resources Division Manager Mark Isaacson, and Flood District Executive Director Kjristine Lund reviewed the grants.  WLRD staff led by Kim harper compiled the grant applications and performed a technical review and site visits to evaluate the grants.  WLRD staff serving as the administrator of the program for the District published grant guidelines and scoring criteria.  The criteria applied included:

· Project purpose, goals, objectives, outputs and outcomes (10 points)
· Implementation tasks and deliverables (10 points)
· Partners and Stakeholders breadth and participation (5 points)
· Project Team roles and qualifications (5 points)
· Legacy – long-term maintenance (5 points)
· Budget – cost effectiveness, justification, leverage (10 points)
· Readiness to proceed (5 points)
· Supplemental – non-flood benefits, leveraging floodplain funds, incorporates floodplain objectives, leverages volunteers, stewardship programs) (5 points)

The request for funds exceeded available funds by $6.9 million, or by 73%.  The review panel recommended full funding for five projects with exceptional applications and project benefits.  The panel recommended partial funding for nine projects which could still provide a deliverable with partially funding.  Eight projects did not receive a recommended award for a variety of reasons including eligibility, readiness, or scope of benefit.

One project for the City of Woodinville did not receive a funding recommendation as a result of information provided to WLRD staff by Woodinville staff during a field visit.  That information about the project benefit was not corroborated by Woodinville officials.  The Executive Committee may want to reconsider this project.

Finally, geographic equity was not listed among the criteria; however, I recommend that this be included in the District’s considerations as one of the reasons for the establishment of this fund for areas that are not benefiting directly from river-related flood control projects.

This project will separate the stormwater flows and pipe them directly to the downstream piped conveyance system while maintaining base flows in the stream, thereby eliminating stream flooding, without causing new flooding downstream.

	This project will expand efforts to reduce flooding in the Snoqualmie Valley by significantly reducing stormwater flows coming from the impervious surfaces in developed areas in the Valley.  We will collaborate with Carnation Elementary School, Nature Vision, and the City of Carnation to install one demonstration rain garden at Carnation Elementary School.

	Parr Creek flows through a wetland area that is choked with sediment, resulting in frequent overbank flow that floods the 120th Ave NE roadway north of NE 195th St.  This project would install a sedimentation vault upstream of the wetland channel and excavate and realign the channel away from the roadway.  These improvements would eliminate chronic flooding of the roadway and adjacent sidewalk amid busy commercial land uses, allow the City to cost-effectively manage sediment accumulations that adversely affect in-stream habitat and flood flow conveyance, and enhance stream and wetland habitat for fish and wildlife.

Although the engineering and permitting will determine what would be most appropriate to replace the corrugated metal culverts, the budget was estimated considering a 20 to 24 foot span open bottom concrete box culvert 72 feet long.

Similar stream channel reconstruction has already occurred in Derby Creek upstream.  This project would complete the downstream portion of Derby Creek connecting it all the way to the Sammamish River, allowing high flows and the associated sediment load to pass through the system.

	In 2015 the King County FCD awarded a grant to the KCD to develop and implement a program to increase landowner participation in King County’s Agricultural Drainage Program (ADAP). Key elements of our first-year program have included landowner outreach, initiation of a county-wide drainage needs assessment, provision of matching grants to assist landowners with construction costs, and project monitoring. Given the significant landowner response to our outreach efforts and preliminary documentation of drainage problems (including concern about beaver dams), we propose an 18-month extension of funding to increase support for ADAP projects, complete the drainage needs assessment, develop beaver control Best Management Practices, and establish a long-term approach to funding KCD’s support for landowner participation in agricultural drainage projects.
