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STRIKING AMENDMENT TO PROPOSED ORDINANCE 2015-0255, VERSION 1
On page 1, beginning on line 4, strike everything through page 3, line 39, and insert:
	"PREAMBLE:
In accordance with audits and the overall intent of the council authorized by Ordinance 17941, and in keeping with the best interests of the public to assure the provision of quality, cost-effective 9-1-1 service, to assure that new 911 technology is implemented in accordance with best practices, collaborative models and national standards and to ensure that the lives of citizens, property and first responders are protected; the council hereby establishes a King County Regional 9-1-1 emergency number program oversight steering committee and adopts the following provisions and rules.
BE IT ORDAINED BY THE COUNCIL OF KING COUNTY:

SECTION 1.  

A.  The King County regional 9-1-1 emergency number program steering committee is hereby established under the authority of RCW 39.34.030, 82.14B.030, 82.14B.040 and 82.14B.063. 
B.  The purpose of the committee is to execute the requirements and intent of Ordinance 17941, Section 24, P1, including defining the processes and role of the committee as it relates to developing and implementing a strategic plan for the collaborative regional design and implementation of Next Generation 9-1-1 technology and services in King County. To meet the proviso's objectives, the scope of the committee’s role and responsibilities shall include, but not be limited to, working jointly with the executive, the council, all Enhanced 911 public safety answering points and interested stakeholders from within the 9-1-1 community to provide critical oversight of the operations, technology, management and administration of the Enhanced 9-1-1 fund. The oversight and planning processes shall continue until the committee and King County establish a permanent regional governance structure for Next Generation 911 in King County.  
C.  The work of the committee will cease when a permanent Regional 9-1-1 emergency number program oversight board is established.
D.  The committee is intended to include all stakeholders in Emergency 9-1-1 communications and to ensure that collaboration and partnership among all stakeholders takes place.  The committee shall consist of:
  1.  The chair of the council;
  2.  The vice chair of regional coordination of the council;
  3.  The chair of the law, justice and emergency management committee, or the committee's successor;
  4.  The executive or the executive's designee;
  5.  A city of Seattle official, appointed by the mayor;
  6.  Four elected officials from other King County jurisdictions, recommended by the Sound Cities Association;
  7.  A nonelected, sworn and certified representative of a law enforcement agency in King County not otherwise represented on the committee; 
  8.  A sworn and certified representative of a King County fire agency not otherwise represented on the committee; 
9.  A representative of a public safety answering point selected from NORCOM and Valley Communications; and
  10.  A representative of a public safety answering point selected from Redmond, Issaquah, Enumclaw, Bothell, Port of Seattle or the University of Washington.
E.  1.  In addition to the committee, there shall be a project coordination team comprised of King County staff and 3 representatives of the technical advisory committee. The project coordination team's role is to manage the work to be conducted, including selecting the facilitator and any consultants and oversight of their work.  The team shall also assist the facilitator with technical advice, planning and preparation of materials and agendas for upcoming meetings and debriefing of past meetings. 
The team reports to the committee and remains in effect until the committee’s work is completed. 
  2.  Membership in the team shall include:
    a.  A representative of the executive’s office, chosen by the executive;
    b.  A council staff person, chosen by the council chair;
    c.  A representative of the auditor’s office, chosen by the auditor, or a representative of the office of emergency management chosen by the executive if the Auditor is unable to appoint a representative;
    d.  A member of the technical advisory committee representing Seattle public safety;
    e.  A member of the technical advisory committee representing large public safety answering points; and  
    f.  A member of the technical advisory committee representing small public safety answering points.
F.  The technical advisory committee, which is open to all public safety answering point directors or their designees and other interested stakeholders from the 9-1-1 community, will be a resource to the committee. The technical advisory committee should meet at least one week before committee meetings, review and comment on committee agendas and minutes and provide technical expertise upon request of the committee. If the technical advisory committee wishes to provide a technical report to the committee, the technical advisory committee report shall be provided to committee members before the committee meeting and the committee meeting agenda shall be reserved for a facilitator presentation of the technical advisory committee report.
G.  All committee members and project coordination team members shall serve as long as they hold their positions with the entity they represent, or until the entity recommends replacement.  A member may hold only one position on the committee at one time.
H.  The committee has the authority to retain any facilitators, experts or other professionals necessary to advise and guide the committee in its deliberations and decisions.  With the advice of the project coordination team and the input of the technical advisory committee, the committee shall develop its own work plan and time-table for the completion of its work.  The committee has the authority to review all current or future E-911 program office budgets, plans, technology, operations or initiatives and to obtain copies of any documents that it deems necessary to achieve its purpose.
I.  Funding for the committee shall come from E-911 Program Office funds.  
J.  The duties and powers of the committee are as set forth in this ordinance and the committee shall make any rules and regulations necessary to carry out its provisions.
K.  1.  All members of the committee shall have full and equal voting rights and responsibilities on matters brought before it.
  2.  All members must vote on all matters brought before the committee unless excused for a specific stated conflict of interest by a majority vote of those members present.
3.  The deputy director of King County office of emergency management shall serve as staff and act as chair until a chair is elected from the membership at the committee's first meeting. Thereafter, the deputy director of the office of emergency management shall serve as a liaison between the committee, the project coordination team and the King County E-911 program office.
4.  A chair and vice-chair shall be elected each year at the September meeting of the committee, or the first meeting held thereafter if no meeting is held in September. The King County prosecuting attorney or the prosecuting attorney's designee shall preside over the election of officers.  The chair and vice-chair must be selected from voting members of the committee.  The positions of chair and vice chair shall be filled by a majority vote of the committee.
5.  Any voting member of the committee is eligible to be nominated and serve as chair or vice chair. Nominations do not require a second. Members nominated shall be voted on individually in reverse order, with the last nomination being voted on first. 
  6.  The committee shall not conduct business unless a quorum is present. A quorum is defined as a majority of appointed members, excluding vacant seats.
L.  The committee initially shall meet at regularly scheduled intervals as needed to accomplish its mission and purpose.  Special meetings for the purpose of transacting any business designated in the call may be called by the chair or upon the written request of five or more members.  The call for a special meeting shall be made by e-mail, telephone, mail or whatever means necessary.  Notification will be received at least forty-eight hours in advance of the meeting.
M.  The duties of the committee shall continue as described in this ordinance until an ordinance for permanent E-911 oversight authority is adopted by the council and all other required governmental signatories as required herein.  The duties of the committee include, but are not limited to:
  1.  Complete the purpose and mission of the committee;
  2.  Provide ongoing evaluation and recommendations for improvement of 911 services;
  3.  Develop a strategic plan for Next Generation 911 technology;
  4.  Develop timelines and work plans as necessary to carry out its purpose;
  5.  Receive and consider all proper matters in relation to E-911 program technology, operations, finance and administration;
  6. Review and analyze all prior historical documents deemed necessary by the committee including all financial, management, technical and other records of the E-911 program office; and
  7. Provide periodic reports to the King County executive and King County council on progress.  
  SECTION 2.  

  A.  This ordinance is not intended to and does not in any way regulate or create oversight of the operations, finances, technology or management of the current twelve public safety answering point agencies in King County.
   B.  The committee shall transmit recommendations to the King County council and the executive related to annual distributions to the public safety answering point agencies of E-911 taxes collected by King County.
  C.  In cooperation with King County, the committee shall be responsible for reviewing and forwarding its recommendations related to all participation agreements that specify the distribution of E-911 taxes to King County public safety answering point agencies."

EFFECT:  Establishes the King County regional 9-1-1 emergency number program steering committee and defines the committee's membership, roles and responsibilities.
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
