Dear Councilmember Phillips:

This letter transmits an ordinance that will enable King County International Airport to eliminate the current practice of providing one free hour of parking on the public ramp for aircraft greater than 12,500 pounds. Eliminating this free hour will align Airport rates and practices with the value associated with scarce large aircraft parking, consistent with the Airport’s strategic plan. This code revision request is also consistent with the King County Strategic Plan’s Financial Stewardship goal to “exercise sound financial management and build King County’s long-term fiscal strength.”

This request is a technical correction to a previous request. The previous request to eliminate the first free hour for aircraft greater than 12,500 pounds was part of the intent of Ordinance 17919, the companion ordinance to the 2015-16 budget request, that was adopted by Council in November, 2014. However, a technical drafting error omitted the desired change. 

Thank you for your consideration of this technical correction ordinance addressing this error.
