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SUBJECT:  
Discussion of the Regional Transit Committee (RTC) schedule through the end of 2016.
SUMMARY: 
On May 18, the RTC was briefed on work program items that are due to the Committee this year.  Today’s follow-up discussion will provide an opportunity for RTC members to discuss the schedule for:
· RTC consideration of the Transit Long Range Plan (transmittal expected in mid-August);

· RTC review of other deliverables such as the 2016 Strategic Plan Progress Report, the 2016 Service Guidelines Report and Alternative Services briefings; and

· Possible additional briefing items for inclusion on RTC agendas during the remainder of the year.

The Chair noted last month that the County Council will consider the 2017-2018 biennium County budget from late September through November.  As planning for the intensive budget process moves ahead and the timing of budget-related meetings is set, we will have a better grasp of the potential impact on the October-November RTC schedule.
