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COMMITTEE ACTION

	
Proposed Substitute Motion 2016-0502 passed out of the Transportation, Economy and Environment Committee on December 6, 2016, with a “Do Pass” recommendation. The motion was amended in committee with Amendment 1 to change the date of the end of the appointee’s term from 2016 to 2019.




SUBJECT

Proposed Motion 2016-0502 would confirm the Executive’s appointment of Mason Giem to the King County Solid Waste Advisory Committee, who resides in council district four, for a three-year term that expires on September 30, 2016.[footnoteRef:1] [1:  The legislation as transmitted is incorrect. The correct end of term date is in 2019, not 2016. Amendment 1 would correct the date.] 


SUMMARY

The Executive has appointed Mason Giem to a three-year term on the King County Solid Waste Advisory Committee, expiring September 30, 2019. Proposed Motion 2016-0502 would confirm this appointment.

BACKGROUND 

The King County Solid Waste Advisory Committee (SWAC) was established in 1984 per K.C.C 10.28 to advise and make recommendations to the county executive relating to:

All aspects of solid waste planning
The development of programs and policies concerning solid waste management and;
Solid waste management rules, policies or ordinances prior to their adoption

SWAC is a 15-member volunteer committee whose membership is comprised of a county-wide group of citizens who represent public interest groups, businesses, the wste management industry and local elected public offficials.Nominees shall be appointed by the county executive and confirmed by the county Council by Motion.   

Mr. Giem notes that he currently works for Washington State University as its Compost Outreach Education Coordinator. He also holds a Compost Facility Operator professional license. In his application materials, he notes that he’s passionate about solid waste issues.

AMENDMENT

Proposed Motion 2016-0502, as transmitted, contains an incorrect end-of-term date for this appointment. The correct date is September 30, 2019, not 2016. Amendment 1 would correct this error.
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
