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SUBJECT
A RESOLUTION that designates the order in which vice-chairs of the King County Board of Health act in the absence of the chair in 2017.
SUMMARY & ANALYSIS
The operating rules for the King County Board of Health require the Board designate four vice-chairs, each representing one of the major categories of membership, who would act in the absence of the chair.  The rules require the Board to annually rotate and designate the order in which vice-chairs will exercise the duties, powers and prerogatives of the chair in the chair’s absence.  Proposed Resolution 17-03 establishes the following order of the vice-chairs for 2017:
A. Vice-chair representing the metropolitan King County council;
B. Vice-chair representing the city of Seattle; 
C. Vice-chair representing the suburban cities; and
D. Vice-chair representing the health professionals.
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
