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SUBJECT:  
How Transit Policy Guides Service and Capital Investments.
SUMMARY: 
Today’s discussion addresses the relationship of transit policy documents, such as the Strategic Plan for Public Transportation 2011-2021 and King County Metro Service Guidelines, to development of the biennium transit budget and service and capital investments.
At the November 16, 2016 Regional Transit Committee (RTC) workshop last year, Katie Chalmers, Metro’s Supervisor, Service Planning, discussed how the Service Guidelines evaluation and other factors are used to identify service investments.  Today’s briefing will revisit and build on this discussion and relate it to the 2017-2018 biennium transit budget.
The current relationship of policy and implementation activities will provide a context for the RTC’s upcoming discussions of the METRO CONNECTS Development Program.
