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SUBJECT

Today’s briefing covers potential 2017 work plan items for the Transportation, Economy and Environment (TrEE) committee.

SUMMARY

The TrEE committee typically adopts a work plan each year to guide its efforts. This work plan motion is based on the Council’s overarching organizational motion, which assigns issues to committees. Today’s briefing, in preparation for the development of a work plan motion, covers potential work plan items that TrEE may take up in 2017.

BACKGROUND

The TrEE committee's responsibilities are most recently outlined in the Council's 2016 organizational motion (Motion 14502), which is effective until a new organizational motion is passed. Section IV.E of Motion 14502 describes the TREE responsibilities as follows: 

1. The committee shall consider and make recommendations on policies relating to:

a. growth management, including land use development and regulation, comprehensive planning, including implementation of its affordable housing elements, economic development, including pay equity and income disparity, and annexations;

b. the environment, including:  salmon recovery; resource lands; energy; surface water management and water supply; wastewater treatment; solid waste; ((and)) unincorporated and rural areas, including agriculture and rural services; and parks, recreation and cultural resources; and

c. transportation, including roads, passenger ferries and public transportation.  

The committee shall also consider the implementation of appropriate labor agreements.

2. In the areas within the committee’s purview, the committee shall track state and federal legislative action and develop recommendations on policy direction for the biennial budget.

Attachment 1 provides a list of potential work plan issues. These are based on the 2016 organizational motion, so may need to be updated after the Council adopts its organizational motion for 2017.
