SUBJECT

A motion confirming the Executive’s appointment of Jenny Becker, who resides in council district five, to the King County Advisory Council on Aging and Disability Services.

SUMMARY

The Executive has appointed Jenny Becker to the King County Advisory Council on Aging and Disability Services for a partial term expiring December 31, 2017.  Proposed Motion 2017-0367 would confirm this appointment.

BACKGROUND 

The King County Advisory Council on Aging and Disability Services supports the mission of Aging and Disability Services (ADS) and the Area Agency on Aging (AAA) by identifying the needs of older people and adults with disabilities, giving advice on services to meet identified needs and advocating for programs that promote quality of life. King County, the City of Seattle and United Way of King County each appoint nine members to the Advisory Council (for a total of 27 members). Members serve two-year terms.  

Ms. Jenny Becker’s application materials note that she is a Registered Nurse/Registered Nurse Delegator with Bethesda Lutheran Communities, where she provides nursing care for adults with intellectual and Developmental Disabilities living in group home and supported living settings. Ms. Becker also notes that she has over twenty years of professional experience advocating with, and for children to senior citizens, who have intellectual and developmental disabilities as well as other disabilities. 

She notes that, “my goals are to broaden, deepen and enhance my involvement to include having more of a voice with and for people who are sometimes literally voiceless in regards to discussions and policies that significantly affect most if not all aspects of their lives.”
