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       (1)  on or adjacent to existing nonresidential impervious surface areas, 224 

additional impervious surface area is not created waterward of any existing impervious 225 

surface areas and the area was not used for crop production; 226 

       (2)  higher in elevation and no closer to the critical area than its existing 227 

position; or 228 

       (3)  at a location away from existing impervious surface areas that is determined 229 

to be the optimum site in the farm management plan; 230

structures by more than one thousand square feet, not including any expansion of a 270 

drainfield made necessary by the expansion of the dwelling unit.  To the maximum extent 271 

practical, the replacement or expansion of a drainfield in the buffer should be located 272 

within areas of existing lawn or landscaping, unless another location will have a lesser 273 

impact on the critical area and its buffer; 274 

       (2)  for a structure accessory to a dwelling unit, the expansion or replacement is 275 

located on or adjacent to existing impervious surface areas and does not result in a 276 

cumulative increase in the footprint of the accessory structure and the dwelling unit by 277 

more than one thousand square feet; 278 

       (3)  the location of the expansion has the least adverse impact on the critical 279 

area; and 280 

       (4)  a comparable area of degraded buffer area shall be enhanced through 281 

removal of nonnative plants and replacement with native vegetation in accordance with an 282 

approved landscaping plan; 283 

     c.  the structure was not established as the result of an alteration exception, 284 

variance, buffer averaging or reasonable use exception; 285 

     d.  to the maximum extent practical, the expansion or replacement is not located 286 

closer to the critical area or within the relic of a channel that can be connected to an aquatic 287 

area; and 288
