review in cooperation with the office of performance, strategy and budget and the prosecuting attorney's office,

WHEREAS, the attached report contains the results of a process evaluation focused on streamlining the

code enforcement and abatement processes, in order to shorten the time from initial complaint through

resolution with an emphasis on improving the experience for affected property owners, tenants and neighbors,

and
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WHEREAS, the attached report identifies process improvements and efficiencies through operational or

code changes, and

WHEREAS, the attached report identifies cost savings that can be used to provide code enforcement

and abatement services consistent with historic levels;
