Proposed Substitute Ordinance 2010-0214

NOTICE IS HEREBY GIVEN, that a public hearing will be held before  the Metropolitan King County Council, Room 1001, King County Courthouse, Seattle, Washington on the 10th day of May 10, 2010, at 1:30 p.m. to consider adoption of Proposed Substitute Ordinance No. 2010-0214, relating to taxicab licenses; regulating wheelchair accessible taxicab licenses; authorizing a fee for the transfer and sale of wheelchair accessible taxicab licenses; making technical corrections; and amending Ordinance 10498, Section 89, as amended, and K.C.C. 6.64.700 and Ordinance 10498, Section 90, as amended, and K.C.C. 6.64.710.
Summary
The proposed ordinance would:

1. Establish criteria for the Director of the Department of Executive Services to issue wheelchair accessible taxicab licenses.

2. Allow the Director of the Department of Executive Services to issue wheelchair accessible taxicab licenses through request for proposals or by lot.

3. Allows wheelchair accessible taxicab licenses to be transferred after five years, while requiring the holder of the license to pay a fee to King County equal to 40 percent of the sale price. The funds received from this fee will be used to administer taxicab licensing services.

4. Make a number of technical changes to King County Code governing taxicab licensing.
