"Action 14: Increasing Urban Residential Density Near North Highline Parks
The 2024 King County Comprehensive Plan identifies the projected housing need for urban unincorporated King County, including the projected housing needs for extremely low-, very low-, low-, and moderate-income households, permanent supportive housing, and emergency housing.  The total new housing units needed in urban unincorporated King County by 2044 is 5,412.
Although King County has sufficient zoned capacity for growth, capacity is not always located near amenities that provide multiple benefits to residents.  Urban parks are one such amenity. In the North Highline Area, Parks such as Dick Thurnau Memorial Park and Steve Cox Memorial Park provide opportunities for engagement with the natural environment, ecosystem services that contribute to positive health outcomes. opportunities to play, exercise, and participate in sports, build community, and gain reprieve from urban noise and heat.
This Work Plan Action directs the Executive to conduct an evaluation of and recommend updates to the King County Comprehensive Plan and King County Code to achieve density increases of 100 to 400 percent on parcels within one-half mile of parks and other open space system assists within in the North Highline community service area subarea geography. This should include, but not be limited to:
a. Potential upzoning or zoning reclassifications; 
b. Zoned capacity (existing and proposed);
c. Permitted residential uses and development standards;
d. Impacts to King County's inclusionary housing program;
e. Potential displacement risks to existing communities;
f. High-capacity and frequent transit service and investments and infrastructure capacity;
g. Alignment with the Regional Growth Strategy and Countywide Planning Policies;
h. Coordination with the subarea planning process;
i. New housing types such as those that allow for co-living or innovative land use techniques such as lot splitting in the R zones; and
j. Public input received during engagement on this action.

· Deliverables: The Executive should file with the Council an Increasing Urban Residential Density Near North Highline Parks report and proposed ordinance(s) implementing the recommendations in the report.
· Timeline: The Increasing Urban Residential Density Near North Highline Parks report should be filed with the Council by TBD.
· Lead Agency: Office of Performance Strategy and Budget."

EFFECT prepared by J. Tracy: The amendment would direct the Executive to undertake a study aimed at increasing residential density near North Highline parks and open space by 100% to 400%. 
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
