Dear Councilmember Phillips:

Pursuant to King County Ordinance 12240, please find a proposed motion authorizing Treasury Operations to process claims for property tax refunds of $32,260.35, plus any applicable statutory interest.  These particular refunds require County Council approval because the taxpayers submitted their claims after the statutory three-year claim period.  The Department of Assessments, which reports to Assessor Scott Noble, is responsible for the assessed values and the error corrections.
The refunds involve one property owner.  Molbak Family Limited Partnership was double assessed as both real and personal property for a greenhouse.  The King County Board of Equalization (Board) ordered the Assessor to remove the greenhouse value from the real property tax rolls for tax year 2002 and later.  Subsequently, the Assessor recommended a valuation reduction for 1999, 2000, and 2001 due to the Board ordered reduction for the later years.  This motion is being forwarded on behalf of the Assessor and Treasury Operations to make the requested refunds.

Attached to the proposed motion are supporting documents required by Ordinance 12240 which have been signed by the appropriate parties.  I hereby request the Council approve the enclosed motion authorizing Treasury Operations to refund the overpaid property taxes.
