SUBJECT:  AN ORDINANCE approving a franchise for the Locloman Water Association to construct, operate and maintain a water system in council district 9, and authorizing the executive to execute the franchise agreement.
SUMMARY:  All utilities operating in the County’s right-of-way are required to hold valid franchises as a prerequisite to approval of permits for facility placement and construction work.  Franchise agreements must be consistent with the county’s comprehensive plan.  Franchise agreements must also be consistent with the comprehensive water management plan for the utility seeking the franchise, unless the water system is exempt from the comprehensive plan requirement.  

Proposed Ordinance 2001-0553 would grant a 25-year franchise to the Locloman Water Association to construct, operate and maintain a water system to serve single family, residential dwelling units. The Locloman Water Association is a non-profit corporation with 60 lot owners to the east of the City of Maple Valley.  The franchise would encompass water service to 58 homes served by the Association.  The franchise is required to allow the Association to connect a home currently under construction with existing water lines.

As a non-expanding water system, the Locloman Water Association water system is exempt from the requirement to prepare a comprehensive water management plan.  The franchise agreement includes all of the general and special conditions required by the county. 

There are two amendments to Proposed Ordinance 2001-0553:

Amendment 1.   Since the redistricting last year, the area covered by the Locloman franchise agreement is now located in council district 12, not district 9.  Amendment 1 would correct the council district referenced in the Proposed Ordinance.

Title Amendment. The title amendment would correct the reference to the council district in the Proposed Ordinance’s title.
