Dear Councilmember Sullivan:
Enclosed for the Council’s review and approval is the Omnibus Ordinance for the first quarter of 2002.  The ordinance includes supplemental appropriation in the CX Fund of $1,522,353 and disappropriations of ($343,984).  Also included are supplemental appropriations for Non- CX funds of $310,395.

Supplemental Appropriation

This component of the ordinance contains the following supplemental appropriations for the CX Fund:

Council Administration and Office of Regional Policy and Planning  

A disappropriation of ($22,000) from Council Administration and an appropriation of  $22,000 to the Office of Regional Policy and Planning (ORPP) to provide budget for a staff position that was transferred from Council to ORPP. 

Sheriff

Just over $1.5 million is appropriated to the Sheriff.  Over $850,000 of this is backed by revenues from Federal government grants and revenue from the contract cities.  The remaining $646,000 is to restore the Courthouse security function for the District Court facilities.  As you are aware, this was eliminated from the 2002 budget.  To assure the public's safety, I am recommending this for restoration.

District Court
The District Court budget is disappropriated by nearly ($322,000).  A portion of this disappropriation, ($101,564) covers the costs of the Court’s 2001 over expenditure.  The remaining ($220,420) represents excesses in the Court's salary and merit accounts and is intended to cover a portion of the cost of restoring courthouse security in the Sheriff's budget. 

The ordinance also contains the following supplemental appropriations for Non-CX funds:
Natural Resources

A $258,755 supplemental appropriation for 1 FTE Energy Manager position in the Director’s Office and 1 TLT position for one year, that will work on special projects and emergent environmental issues.

Department of Transportation Director’s Office

A $51,640 appropriation to fund part of the DNR Special Projects TLT work program that will involve ESA-related special projects through the allocation of Director’s Office charges to Fleet, Airport, Roads and Transit.
