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SUBJECT

Approval of the Physical Environment Committee ("PEC") Work Plan.

SUMMARY 

Attached is the revised PEC Work Plan.  The Work Plan is divided into 3 spreadsheets for each issue area: growth management/land use, parks, utilities and cultural resources, and transportation.  Matters relating to natural resources are spread over both the growth management and the parks, utilities and cultural resources issue areas.   As requested by the committee, within each issue area and by quarter, priority work has been identified.  
The Work Plan contains those items that central staff determined will likely be before this committee this year.  The Work Plan outlines those topics and provides the quarter when the items are expected to be transmitted by the Executive.  There has been slippage in the transmittal of items in the first quarter, as many of the identified items have yet to be transmitted.  A column for when the item will be in front of the committee will be periodically updated. 
BACKGROUND
The Council adopted Motion 2009-0084, governing how the council has organized itself for 2009.  PEC is charged with considering and making recommendations relating to the following: 
  1.  Growth management, including land use development and regulation, comprehensive planning, annexations and affordable housing;
  2.  The environment, including:  salmon recovery; resource lands; surface water management and water supply; solid waste; unincorporated and rural areas, including agriculture and rural services; and parks, recreation and cultural resources;
  3.  Transportation, including roads and public transportation; and
  4.  In the areas within the committee's purview, track state and federal legislative action and develop recommendations on policy direction for the 2010 annual budget.  

Adoption of this Proposed Motion, with its attachment, outlines the major work that will be addressed by the committee during 2009.  This motion will signal to the full Council, to the Executive and to the public the work the committee plans to address this year and will further the goal of the Council to be transparent and accountable in carrying out its legislative responsibilities.  
The PEC Work Plan will to be updated as the year progresses to indicate any new issues that may develop as the year progresses as well as when issues will be in committee.
