Assumptions: Minor portion of staff time for committee meetings is included in 2005 Exec Proposed Budget for Groundwater Program. Assumes 2.5% increase in out-years.

· Development of revenue and expenditure impacts. Groundwater Program budget for 2005 is based on individual Scopes of Work developed for four Groundwater Management Areas(GWMA).  Budgets were developed in concert with existing Groundwater Protection Committees. The scopes of work and budget have received preliminary approval from staff representing the Interlocal Agreement parties. Standard WLRD labor, materials and service cost estimating procedures were used to develop the revenue and expenditure line accounts.  

· The 2005 budget assumes a Groundwater Protection Committee will continue in each of these areas. If this legislation does not pass, the committees will cease to exist at the end of 2004. It is questionable how or if the entire program could proceed under these conditions.   The 2005 program depends on, and is fully integrated with, the continued operation of the four Groundwater Protection Committees (GWPC). The GWPCs play a key role in reviewing and directing the Groundwater Program services.

· This legislation does not impact current 2004 revenue and expenditures. It is contained in the WLRD 2005 Executive Proposed Budget.
