SUBJECT
Proposed Motion 2022-0282 would confirm the Executive’s appointment of Dick Woo, who resides in council district one, to the King County board of appeals and equalization for a four-year term to expire on June 30, 2026. 
BACKGROUND 

The Board of Appeals and Equalization is an independent, quasi-judicial body organized to adjudicate appeals of various determinations made by certain King County agencies. It is comprised of seven citizen members appointed by the Executive and confirmed by the Council. Members are appointed for a term of four years. 

The Board hears and decides appeals of assessed value of real and personal property and appeals of other actions of the County Assessor or as adopted by ordinance.

APPOINTEE INFORMATION

Dick Woo is a licensed Certified Public Accountant and former finance director for various large governmental entities, with decades of experience presiding and taking part in contract and bid appeals.  Mr. Woo also serves as the Chair of the Seattle-King County Advisory Council on Aging & Disability and is a member of the King County Veterans, Seniors & Human Services Levy Advisory Board.
