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SUBJECT:  an ordinance vacating a portion of Southwest 152nd Street. 

SUMMARY:  Proposed Ordinance 2001-0374 (packet, Attachment 1) corrects an ambiguity in the legal description of a portion of Southwest 152nd vacated by Ordinance 13986.  According to staff in the Hearing Examiner’s Office, the legal description is not so inaccurate that it leaves doubt as to the property of concern, but is inaccurate enough to require correction.

BACKGROUND:  Ordinance 13986, enacted in 2001, vacates a portion of Southwest 152nd Street on Vashon Island.  The Ordinance describes the vacated portion as “the east 238 feet of Southwest 152nds Street as dedicated in the plat of Glen Acres, Volume 17 of Plats, Page 89, Records of King County.”

Following enactment of the Ordinance, it was determined that the description is ambiguous because it does not state whether the easterly 238 feet is measured along the north or south margin of the right of way.  A revised, unambiguous description was approved by the petitioner, Mark Gralia, on March 9, 2001.


Proposed Ordinance 2001-0374 amends Ordinance 13986 to include the unambiguous description.
