Summary of changes contained in the attached ordinance include:

1. Section 1, pages 2-3 – amends the definition of “flood protection elevation” to establish a standard for the AO (“shallow flooding”) flood zone because that zone does not establish an elevation for the 100-year flood, but rather, establishes a depth of flooding.

2. Section 2, page 4 – adds a provision that would allow King County to use whatever data accurately classifies and delineates flood hazard areas or base flood elevations.  Federal code directs local jurisdictions to use the best available data.
3. Section 3, page 5 – allows fill to be placed within the foundation of an existing residential building to the level of the lowest adjacent exterior grade without providing compensatory storage.  This area below the lowest adjacent grade is considered “dead storage” so fill placed there will not have an impact on the storage capacity of the floodplain.  Insurance rates are lower for structures that do not have sub-grade crawl spaces.

4. Section 3, page 13 - adds prohibition on temporary shelters and staging or stockpiling of equipment, materials and hazardous substances during the flood season, but makes an exception for agricultural activities and domestic household use.  This provision, without the exceptions, is currently located in the zero-rise floodway (K.C.C. 21A.24.250) but is being relocated to the zero-rise flood fringe (K.C.C. 21A.24.240) to assure that the provisions apply to the AO zone.
5. Section 3, page 13 - adds a requirement that recreational vehicles be on site for fewer than 180 days if they are not licensed and ready for highway use.  Similar standards are currently located in the zero-rise floodway (K.C.C. 21A.24.250) but are being revised and relocated to the zero-rise flood fringe (K.C.C. 21A.24.240) to assure that the provisions apply to and are consistent with the AO zone.
6. Section 4, page 14 – corrects cross-reference that resulted in amendments.
7. Section 4, page 14 – relocated section discussed in #4 and #5 above.
8. Section 4, page 16 – corrects a typo in existing code.

9. Section 5, page 17 – removes the ability for a civil engineer to prepare an Elevation Certificate.  The State Board of Registration for Professional Engineers and Land Surveyors has determined that only Land Surveyors should be able to prepare Elevation Certificates.
10. Section 5, page 17 – moves the requirement for the surveyor to identify if a structure has a basement up to subsection A of this section to correct formatting.
11. Section 5, page 17 – relocated section discussed in #10 above.
12. Section 6, page 17 - adds the standard severability statement.
