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summary

Proposed Motion 2010-0520 would confirm the appointment of William Fuller as a member of the King County Parks Citizen Oversight Board.
BACKGROUND

PARKS CITIZEN OVERSIGHT BOARD

In 2007, the voters of King County approved Proposition 1, which provided for property tax levy revenues for continued and increased maintenance, operations, and disabled accessibility at King County's rural and regional parks.  The voters also approved Proposition 2, providing funding for expanding city and county parks and recreation opportunities through the acquisition of open space and trails, and for programs and capital improvements at the  Woodland Park Zoo.  Both measures contained language requiring the establishment of a Parks Citizen Oversight Board, to review the expenditure of levy proceeds and make policy recommendations to the County Executive and County Council regarding expenditures of levy revenues.  The Executive is to appoint members, based on nominations by councilmembers, by district. The appointments are to be confirmed by the Council.  

The Council has approved a measure creating a single Parks Citizen Oversight Board.  The board is to consist of nine members.  Each councilmember is to nominate a candidate from the councilmember’s district.  Board members are to be confirmed by the Council.  Members are to be residents of King County.  The Board is to review and make a written report to the County Executive and County Council on the expenditure of levy proceeds, and any policy recommendations regarding levy proceeds.  

The Council has approved seven nominations to the Parks Citizen Oversight Board.  The Executive has forwarded legislation appointing an additional member, William Fuller, representing District 1, for confirmation by the Council.  However, the proposed motion provides for appointment through December 31, 2014, while Propositions 1 and 2 provide for board expiration on June 30, 2014.  Also, the proposed motions refer to the “Parks Levy Oversight Board”, while Propositions 1 and 2 refer to the “Parks Citizen Oversight Board”.  

A striking amendment has been prepared to correct these matters.

Parks Citizen Oversight Board Candidate

2010-0520 William Fuller, representing District 1 Mr. Fuller is a resident of Seattle, and is President of Fuller/Sears Architects of Seattle, which specializes in office, retail, mixed use, and adaptive reuse projects.  Mr. Fuller is an avid cyclist and bicycle commuter, and a frequent user of the King County regional trails. Mr. Fuller is a long time member of the Cascade Bicycle Club.  He serves on the Advisory Board of the UW Certificate Program in Commercial Real Estate and the Board of Directors of Sail Sand Point, a community sailing center located in Magnuson Park. He received a degree in Architecture from Cal Poly, San Luis Obispo.
