	"SECTION 4.  Ordinance 14050, Section 11, as amended, and K.C.C. 14.70.240 are each hereby amended to read as follows:
	A.  The department of permitting and environmental review shall accept applications for a development approval only for development in areas that pass the concurrency test as shown on the concurrency test results map in effect at the time of application, except as provided in K.C.C. 14.70.285.
	B.  The ((C))concurrency test results map is valid for the development permit application period and subsequently for the same time as the development approval."
On page 8, strike lines 154 through 162 and insert:
	"L.  Within Rural Area travel sheds that fall below the adopted level of service standard, ((S))short subdivisions ((in the Rural Area)), if for each lot that is created, up to four lots, one rural transferable development right under K.C.C. chapter 21A.37 is purchased from the same travel shed((; provided)).  ((h))However, where the short subdivision is creating only two lots, the property has been owned by the applicant for five or more years((,)) and the property has not been subdivided in the last ((ten)) five years, then no purchase of a ((TDR)) transfer of development right shall be required to satisfy the transportation concurrency requirement."
[bookmark: Text9][bookmark: _GoBack]EFFECT:   Amends section 3 of the ordinance to correct a reference to the concurrency test results map (instead of “test result map”).   Amends section 4 of the ordinance to clarify that its requirements do not apply to minor developments and certain public and educational facilities subject to LOS F for concurrency in failing travel sheds.  Amends section 7, part L of the ordinance to delete a duplicative reference to the travel time level of service F and to make the term “transfer of development rights” singular.  Restores the ten-year minimum time since a subdivision, to comply with King County Comprehensive Plan Policy R-323.
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
