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STAFF REPORT

SUBJECT:  
An ordinance relating to labor policy, amending the time for the annual labor summit; making technical corrections; and amending Ordinance 13000, Section 2, as amended, and K.C.C. 3.16.060.
BACKGROUND:

Currently, King County Code requires the Chair of the Council to annually convene a summit between the County’s elected officials and the local labor leadership and the leadership of all collective bargaining units representing the county’s work force.  The intent of the labor summit, which must take place between January 1 and June 1 of each year, is to:

· Increase communication between King County elected officials and the leadership and membership or local labor organizations and of all the county’s collective bargaining units;

· Identify issues and problems of mutual concern;

· Identify solutions to problems affecting the memberships of the county’s collective bargaining units;

· Delineate ways in which the county’s elected officials may more closely and effectively work with the county’s collective bargaining units and local labor organizations to attain mutual goals; and

· Foster a spirit of cooperation in working to serve the public.

SUMMARY:

Proposed Ordinance 2005-0232 would extend the date by which the annual labor summit must take place by 1 month, from June 1 to July 1.
