SUBJECT:   reducing the final assessment roll and confirming the road improvement district 131 reassessment roll for improving N.E. 138th Place and 64th Place N.E.
BACKGROUND:   Proposed Motion 2005-0380 declares the Council’s intent to reduce the final assessment roll for Road Improvement District (RID) 131 and confirms the assessment roll.  RID 131 was created in May 2002 through Ordinance 14361 to improve N.E. 138th Place and 64th Place N.E.
Proposed Motion 2005-0380 also sets the date of a public hearing as required by state law.  The Clerk’s office recommends that the public hearing be held at the October 31 Council meeting.  All property owners will be notified of the public hearing.  After it has been held, the Council can act on Proposed Ordinance 2005-0379, which will amend Ordinance 14361 to reduce the final assessment roll and confirm the RID 131 reassessment roll for improving a N.E. 138th Place and 64th Place N.E.

RID 131 provided improvements, including sidewalk and pavement repair, drainage work, and asphalt patching, to N.E. 138th Pl. from 62nd Ave. N.E. to 65th Ave. N.E., and 64th Pl. N.E. from N.E. 138th Pl. south to the end of the road.  A petition requesting these improvements was signed by property owners representing 79.37 percent of the linear front footage along the improvement and 65.42 percent of the area within the proposed district.

The total cost of improvements was estimated at $51,493, but actual costs turned out to be substantially lower - $18,053.  The County paid for half of the costs and the property owners paid the other half.  Passage of this legislation will reduce each building lot’s assessment from $757.25 to $265.49.
