SUBJECT

A MOTION confirming the Executive's appointment of the Honorable Dave Asher, councilmember, city of Kirkland, who resides in Council District Six, to the King County mental illness and drug dependency oversight committee, representing Sound Cities Association.

SUMMARY

The Executive has appointed Honorable Dave Asher, councilmember to a partial term on the King County mental illness and drug dependency oversight committee, expiring June 30, 2017.  
Council Member Asher earned a Bachelor of Science Degree in Business Administration from the University of Tennessee and a Master of Science Degree in Logistics Management from the Florida Institute of Technology.  He is a graduate of the Eastside Leadership Institute and was awarded the Institute’s Distinguished Alumni award.  Councilmember Dave Asher has served on the Kirkland City Council since January 2000. Prior to serving on the City Council, Council Member Asher was the Chair of the North Rose Hill Neighborhood Association and co-chair of the Kirkland Alliance of Neighborhoods.  He has continued his broad community involvement by maintaining active membership of numerous regional, civic, and community organizations.  He is a retired Army Lieutenant Colonel having served in the regular Army for 21 years as an aviator, infantryman, and long-range planning officer, and recently retired from the University of Washington where he was the CFO for UW’s Professional and Continuing Education.
BACKGROUND 

The 30 member King County MIDD Oversight Committee (K.C.C. 2.130.010) is composed of separately elected officials and King County agency directors or designees along with representatives of providers of services to the mentally ill and drug dependent.  The oversight committee is an advisory body to the council and executive.  The committee reviews and comments on emerging and evolving priorities for the use of the mental illness and drug dependency sales tax revenue; promotes coordination and collaboration between entities involved with sales tax programs; educates the public, policymakers and stakeholders on sales tax funded programs; and coordinates and shares information with other related efforts and groups.
