APPENDIX 2
RESOURCE LIST

The SCAP is based on a number of King County plan and programs. These include:

King County Comprehensive Plan. The Comprehensive Plan is currently being updated. During the Comprehensive Plan’s major update in 2008, three new framework policies were incorporated to help focus land use and transportation decisions around environmental sustainability: (1) health, equity, social and environmental justice; (2) climate change; and (3) measurement and monitoring. 

During the 2012 update, those three framework policies have been incorporated into the Comprehensive Plan’s guiding principles: 

· Creating sustainable neighborhoods; 
· Preserving open space 
· Directing development toward existing communities;
· Providing a variety of transportation choices;
· Addressing health disparities and equity, social and environmental justice; 
· Achieving environmental sustainability; and
· Managing performance.

King County Climate Plan. Motion 12362, which was approved in October 2006, led to the development of the 2007 King County Climate Plan, which provided a process to embed climate change mitigation and adaptation as critical factors in the cost-benefit evaluations of decisions made by King County. It focused on the county’s responsibilities in land use and growth management, transportation, water and environmental management, and clean energy.

Motion 13644, which was passed in March 2012, updated Motion 12362 from 2006 by identifying opportunities for immediate actions to advance King County’s environmental sustainability goals during 2012 while the more detailed Strategic Climate Action Plan was being developed. Actions were to be focused on areas the County could control, including land use, operations, environmental management, emergency preparedness, and collaborative efforts with other local governments.

Environmentally Preferable Product Procurement Policy. Ordinance 14811 requires King County agencies to purchase recycled and other environmentally preferable products whenever the products meet the price and performance requirements of the county.
The purchasing policy reflects a long-term commitment to the purchase of environmentally preferable products. It provides county personnel with information and assistance to help them identify, evaluate, and purchase economical and effective environmentally preferable products and services, by considering product attributes such as toxicity, durability, emissions, recycled content and conservation of resources, in addition to price, performance and availability.

Strategic Plan for Public Transportation, 2011-2021. Ordinance 17143, which was adopted in July 2011, approved Metro’s Strategic Plan for Public Transportation (SPPT), which sets forth specific objectives and targets for transit operations intended to help reduce the County’s contribution to the causes of climate change while increasing productivity, financial sustainability, and social equity.

The SPPT is based on Metro’s Service Guidelines. The service guidelines are used to develop proposals to reduce, add, or change service. The service guidelines make Metro’s planning objectives transparent to the public and aligned with our region's goals for public transportation.

Solid Waste Management Plan. The Draft 2011 Comprehensive Solid Waste Management Plan presents strategies for managing King County’s solid waste between 2011 and 2017. The 2011 plan was the first King County solid waste plan to consider climate change impacts. It focused on:

· Increasing recycling;
· Advancing green building practices in the division’s operations and throughout the region;
· Reducing the division’s carbon footprint; and
· Promoting the greening of both natural and built environments.
