SUBJECT:
A MOTION confirming the Executive’s appointment of Colleen Brant-Schluter, who resides in council district eight, to the King County Children and Family Commission.
SUMMARY:
The Executive has appointed Colleen Brant-Schluter to a three-year term on the King County Children and Family Commission, expiring June 1, 2008.

Ms. Brant-Schluter is a resident of Burien and council district eight.  She is a graduate of the University of Washington where she received a Bachelor of Arts Degree in Organizational and Interpersonal Communication.  Ms. Brant-Schluter is currently the Community Engagement Coordinator/CATCH 21 After-School Program Manager for the Highline School District placed at Tyee High School.
The King County Children and Family Commission is composed of no more than seventeen voting members, appointed by the King County Executive and confirmed by the Council. The Commission advises the Executive and Council focusing on recommendations to further define King County’s mission, role and goals in provision of services to children and families.
