Dear Councilmember Ferguson:

I am pleased to transmit an ordinance relating to the organization of the Executive Offices.  Specifically, this ordinance proposes to amend King County Code Title 2 to merge the Office of Strategic Planning and Performance Management (OSPPM) and the Office of Management and Budget (OMB) to create the Office of Performance, Strategy, and Budget.  The reduced size of the combined office will enable me to eliminate one director position.  
This merger will allow for better integration of strategy, performance, and budgeting functions within the Executive Offices and improved implementation of the recently adopted King County Strategic Plan.  As part of this integration, two functions within the existing Office of Strategic Planning and Performance Management will be moved to departments.  The Business Development and Contract Compliance Section will move to the Finance and Business Operations Division within the Department of Executive Services.  This move will lead to more effective implementation of the Procurement Initiative through better alignment of functions.  The Historic Preservation Program will move to the Director’s Office in the Department of Natural Resources and Parks allowing for improved customer service through the co-location of similar functions.
All of the changes discussed in this letter are reflected in the Executive Proposed 2011 Budget.
