SUBJECT:  A motion adopting the charter of the Metropolitan Water Pollution Abatement Advisory Committee.
SUMMARY: 
Proposed Motion 2008-0478 adopts the charter of the Metropolitan Water Pollution Abatement Advisory Committee (MWPAAC) in recognition of its valued role as an advisory body to the King County Executive and County Council.    
Pursuant to RCW 35.58.210 that is part of the enabling authority for metropolitan municipal corporations, MWPAAC advises King County on matters pertaining to water pollution abatement.  More specifically, MWPAAC provides recommendations to the executive and council regarding the development of the Wastewater Treatment Division’s major plans and policies and annual sewer rates.  MWPAAC’s membership consists of the local sewer utilities (including cities and special districts) in King County.  
MWPAAC was originally commissioned to provide advice to the Metro Council from its inception in 1958.  It has continued to advise the County Executive and County Council since King County assumed Metro’s responsibilities in 1994.

MWPAAC, with the assistance of the Wastewater Treatment Division recently developed a charter to clarify its mission and opportunities to provide advice to the County Executive and County Council.  
The charter establishes reporting relationships, specifies goals and objectives, and provides for bylaws to govern MWPAAC’s internal processes and conduct.  This charter was adopted May 28, 2008, by MWPAAC and is being submitted for adoption at MWPAAC’s request.
