The clerk of the council is instructed to remove line numbers in the attachment on the final version of this legislation adopted by the council before presentation to the executive.
EFFECT prepared by G. Paul: Would replace Attachment 2A with Attachment 2B to reflect an increase in allocation to 2024 one-time capital and one-time operating support programs from 67% to all remaining proceeds after the up to 5% allocation for start-up and administrative costs. Attachment 2B would only go into effect if Proposed Ordinance 2024-0377 amending the allocations in the Doors Open Ordinance is adopted and becomes effective.  The differences between Attachment 2A and Attachment 2B are: 
· Updates two figures in the Executive Summary with the increase to 2024 allocations. The new estimated total for the 2024 programs is $65.7 million. Both the one-time capital and one-time operating programs would each be allocated an estimated $32.9 million. Each of the programs would have $8.2 million for projects and programs outside of the city of Seattle and $3.3 million for cultural organizations that serve underserved populations, provide programming in Communities of Opportunity, and/or provide mentoring service. 
· Updates the estimated allocations in the descriptions of the 2024 programs found in Section 2 "Implementation Plan Background and Overview" and Section 4 "Doors Open 2024: One Time Capital and Operating Support" in the Attachment 2B version of the Doors Open Program Implementation Plan. 
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
