SUBJECT:  Proposed Motions 2002-0001, 2001-0003, and 2001-0012 confirm the executive’s reappointments of Terrence Carroll and Robert Wallace and appointment of Jose Gaitan to the Washington State major league baseball stadium public facilities district (PFD).

SUMMARY:  

2002-0001:  Terrence Carroll – Adoption of this proposed motion would confirm the Executive’s reappointment of Robert Wallace to the PFD board for a term expiring on December 1, 2005.  Mr. Carroll was first appointed to the Board on March 6, 1997.  Mr. Carroll is a retired Washington State Superior Court Judge.  He is currently employed as a mediator and arbitrator, and has heard more than 1900 matters pending in federal and state courts since 1992.  Mr. Carroll’s resume and updated resume are included in Attachment 1. 

2002-0003:  Robert Wallace – Adoption of this proposed motion would confirm the Executive’s reappointment of Robert Wallace to the PFD board for a term expiring on December 1, 2005. Mr. Wallace was first appointed to the Board on November 22, 1995 and brings many years experience in real estate acquisition, syndication, development, management and brokerage.  Mr. Wallace’s application and resume are included in Attachment 2.  
2002-0012:  Jose Gaitan – Adoption of this proposed motion would confirm the Executive’s appointment of Jose Gaitan to the PFD board to fill an unexpired term ending December 1, 2003.
  Mr. Gaitan brings more than 20 years of experience as a trial attorney to the Board, as well as 15 years as a teacher of trial advocacy.  Mr. Gaitan’s resume is included in Attachment 3.
BACKGROUND:  The Washington State Major League Baseball Stadium Public Facilities District (PFD) is a municipal corporation responsible for siting, design, building, and operation of Safeco Field in King County.  Legal authority for the PFD is based upon authority of both the Washington State Legislature and the King County Council.  Pursuant to statute and county code, a seven-member board of directors governs the PFD.

· State authority – On October 14, 1995, the Washington State Legislature in special session authorized creation of a public facilities district upon approval by a county’s legislative authority.  RCW 36.100.010 is included as Attachment 9.
· County authority – On October 23, 1995, the King County Council approved a funding package for a new major league baseball park and the creation of a public facilities district (coextensive with the boundaries of King County).  KCC 2.38.010 is included as Attachment 10.
· PFD Board composition – A total of seven members compose the PFD board, four members are appointed by the county executive, to be confirmed by the council, and three members are appointed by the Governor.  RCW 36.100.020, the statute providing for PFD governance by a Board of Directors, is included as Attachment 11.
Amendments to all proposed motions:  Attachment B to each of the proposed motions (the Board Profile) incorrectly lists Mr. Gaitan’s term.  An amendment is proposed to delete the current Attachment B and insert the revised Attachment B for each proposed motion.  Attachments 6, 7 and 8.
