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Service Area
The Lakehaven Water & Sewer District (District) provides sewer collection and treatment for unincorporated areas of King County. The District is situated between Puget Sound and the Green River Valley, in southwestern King County. The boundary of the District has expanded over time and now generally extends from 56th and 59th Avenues South on the east to the King - Pierce County boundary and the Puget Sound on the west, and from South 272nd Street on the north to Pierce County on the south. The sanitary sewer service area encompasses approximately 34 square miles and includes a residential population of more than 130,000 people, making it one of the largest special purpose districts in the State of Washington. 

The District’s corporate boundary is slightly larger than the existing sewer service area. The District currently serves within the corporate limits of ten jurisdictions including the cities of Federal Way, Des Moines, Kent, Auburn, Pacific, Edgewood, Milton, and Tacoma and unincorporated King and Pierce Counties. The entire corporate boundary of the District is within the urban growth area. 

Sewer System
The District owns and operates two wastewater treatment facilities for the treatment and disposal of the majority of the wastewater flows generated within the District. The District relies on its connections with Pierce County, King County, and the Midway Sewer District for the treatment and disposal of wastewater flows from areas around the perimeter of the District. A small portion of Midway Sewer District's wastewater flow is collected and treated by the District. 

The District maintains 325 miles of sanitary sewer system mains, 8,984 manholes, 28 pump stations, and five siphon locations along with the two treatment plants. The District currently has 100 employees that serve approximately 26,000 wastewater system connections, 86 percent of which are residential customers.

The District’s Capital Improvement Plan for conveyance and treatment improvements projects expenditures of $47,430,000 over the next six-year time period.

Reclaimed Water
The District supports the assessment of reclaimed water users and has outlined a long-term conceptual plan for providing reclaimed water to customers where it is found to be cost-effective. In 2015, the District assessed the potential reclaimed water users and evaluated a conceptual plan for delivery of reclaimed water. At present, reclaimed water is produced at both wastewater treatment plants in quantities sufficient for use within each plant. Opportunities for use of reclaimed water include surface irrigation, groundwater recharge by surface relocation, stream flow augmentation through wetlands, direct aquifer recharge and applications in industrial or institutional settings.

SEPA
The District completed a State Environmental Policy Act (SEPA) checklist for the Plan and, as lead agency under SEPA, issued a determination of nonsignificance for the approval of the Plan on November 22, 2016. There were no appeals.
