The enclosed Ordinance, if approved, will authorize an interlocal cooperation agreement between King County and the City of Sammamish relating to the operation of Pine Lake Park swimming beach.

In August, 1999, the City of Sammamish incorporated in an area of previously unincorporated King County known as Sammamish.  For the past two years, the County has provided lifeguard services by agreement for the City of Sammamish at Pine Lake Park by means of the Interlocal Transfer Agreement.
