Dear Councilmember Sullivan:

Enclosed is an ordinance that names the new building at 401 Broadway in honor of Pat Steel.  The building would be called the Patricia Bracelin Steel Memorial Building.

Pat Steel served the citizens of King County over a period of almost thirty years, rising from her first job as a psychiatric social worker with the King County Juvenile Court to a series of high level management positions in the Executive Branch, including Budget Director and Chief Financial Officer, Deputy County Executive, and Manager of the Facilities Management Division.  She was widely respected and admired in County government for her professional capabilities and her personal characteristics.  I personally found her experience and her judgement to be of great value to the Office of the County Executive and to the County as a whole.

The Statement of Facts in the attached ordinance cites some of the details of her long County service and gives a summary of her accomplishments.  In addition, it refers to Pat’s decisiveness, keen intellect, comprehensive knowledge of government, and leadership abilities, and it mentions other personal qualities that her friends and close associates will long remember.

I am transmitting this ordinance in the belief that it is a fitting tribute to name this building in Pat’s honor, and that it is particularly appropriate in view of the intended health and human service uses of the building and Pat’s professional interests and lifelong commitments.
