Dear Councilmember Phillips:

This letter transmits an ordinance approving the City of Tukwila Comprehensive Water Plan (Plan). This letter describes the results of the County’s review of the Plan and its consistency with King County requirements.

The King County Code requires King County approval of the Plan before it becomes effective. On August 20, 2014, the Utilities Technical Review Committee (UTRC) finalized review of the Plan and recommended approval.

This Plan is required because the city has a water transmission line in unincorporated King County and is seeking a franchise. Plan approval is a precondition of franchise approval. The Plan supports the economic growth and built environment goals of the King County Strategic Plan by helping to ensure adequate water for County residents. 

I appreciate the city’s cooperation in submitting the Plan and assisting with the UTRC review process. I urge the King County Council to adopt the enclosed ordinance approving the Plan.
