Dear Councilmember Sullivan:

Enclosed is a motion authorizing the consideration of specific amendments to the Urban Growth Area boundary for the City of Snoqualmie in 2002.  King County Code 20.18 limits substantive changes to policy and to the Urban Growth Area boundary to every fourth year beginning in 2000.  Such changes are, however, allowed on even calendar years subject to a determination by motion that “the purposes of the Comprehensive Plan are not being achieved as evidenced by official population growth forecasts, benchmarks, trends and other relevant data.”  

The King County Council unanimously adopted the Snoqualmie Urban Growth Area Subarea Plan on June 5, 2001.  The Plan which includes an up to date population capacity estimate for the City of Snoqualmie and its Urban Growth Area, concluded that the City’s Urban Growth Area could not accommodate their household target, and recommended a series of changes to the City’s Urban Growth Area to ensure the target could be met.  This motion declares that the findings of the Snoqualmie Urban Growth Area Subarea Plan provide the necessary evidence to allow consideration of specific changes to the City of Snoqualmie’s Urban Growth Area boundary in 2002.  These changes have also received unanimous approval by the Growth Management Planning Council.

Thank you for your swift action on this motion that is necessary to ensure consistency with the King County Comprehensive Plan amendment process as described in the King County Code.
