SUBJECT:  A MOTION confirming the Executive's appointment of Marsh King, who resides in Council District One, to the Seattle-King County Advisory Council on Aging and Disability Services.

SUMMARY:  The Executive has appointed Marsha King to a partial term on the Seattle-King County Advisory Council on Aging and Disability Services, expiring December 31, 2010.  Ms. King is a graduate of University of Missouri at Columbia where she received her Bachelor of Journalism degree.  She worked as a reporter for the Seattle Times from 1987 to 2008 when she retired.  In 1999 she proposed that the paper begin the “Age Beat” to document the demographic impact of Baby Boomers moving into the last third of their lives.  She worked on the “Age Beat” for over ten years.  Currently she volunteers with the Museum of History and Industry conducting interviews for the museum as part of “Speaking of Seattle,” an ongoing effort to document the story of Seattle and King County.

BACKGROUND:

The Seattle/King County Advisory Council on Aging and Disability Services is made up of nine members from each of the following entities: King County, United Way of King County and the City of Seattle for a total of 27 members.  Currently, the vice-chair of the Advisory Council and the member-at-large positions are King County appointees.  The Advisory Council serves as an advocate body on behalf of older persons and individuals with disabilities within the Seattle-King County Planning and Service area; assists with identifying services to meet the needs of the aging; advocates for local, state, and national programs that promote quality of life for these populations and makes recommendations to the King County Department of Community and Human Services.
