Project: September 2017 Night Owl Service Changes
Location: Seattle, Burien, Tukwila, SeaTac
Background

Night-owl Routes 82, 83 and 84, are entirely supported by the City of Seattle. Metro worked closely with the City of Seattle to develop a proposal for night owl service that would improve access, respond to market demand, and use resources more efficiently to provide more service during the night-owl time period. To help shape the proposal, Metro and the City of Seattle conducted outreach to community stakeholders including groups/organizations representing: homeless and low-income advocacy groups, employer groups representing healthcare, airport, bar/restaurant, technology/business, service industry employees, and the general public. Details about community outreach are included in the attached Public Engagement Report.

related administrative changes
Provide hourly all-night service on the C, D, and E Lines. Provide night-owl transit service between downtown Seattle and Sea-Tac Airport by extending some trips on Route 124 to Sea-Tac Airport. Change the times for transferring between buses in downtown Seattle to give riders more transfer opportunities throughout the night, and allow our transit police to provide service in a way that is more efficient and responsive. Continue to provide other late-night service that currently exists. The table below lists the September 2017 administrative changes included in the night owl service proposal.
