SUBJECT:  AN ORDINANCE making a technical correction to cable television franchise 12132 incorrectly identified in Ordinance 15098 as held by Comcast of California/Colorado/Texas/Washington, Inc., but actually held by Comcast of Washington IV, Inc.; amending Ordinance 15098, Section 6, and repealing Ordinance 15098, Attachment B.
SUMMARY:  The ordinance corrects the name of the franchise holder for cable television franchises 12132 actually held by Comcast of Washington IV.  The name was incorrectly identified in Ordinance 15098 approved in December of 2004.  The new Attachment A cover page reflects that, in order to avoid the possibility of not obtaining necessary signatures prior to the expiration date of the existing franchise agreement, the parties will have signed the extension, subject to enactment of an ordinance authorizing the extension.  The ordinance raises no policy issues and corrects a drafting error.
COMMITTEE ACTION:  On January 25th, 2005 the Labor, Operations and Technology Committee approved Substitute Ordinance 2005-0025 with three Ayes, no Nos and two excused.
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
