The purpose of this letter is to transmit an ordinance amending the due dates for four deliverables required in Ordinance 14971.

The change in due dates was requested by the King County Solid Waste Advisory Committee (SWAC), the Metropolitan Solid Waste Management Advisory Committee (MSWMAC), and the Interjurisdictional Technical Work Group (ITSG).  These advisory committees are requesting that four due dates established in Ordinance 14971 for the following deliverables be changed from December 31, 2005 to April 30, 2006 in order to provide them with more time for review and comment:

1. The Waste Export System Plan,

2. The ITSG’s report on its findings and recommendations on a variety of Interlocal Agreement issues,

3. The Solid Waste Interlocal Forum’s recommendation on the continuation of the ITSG, and

4. The date through which the ITSG shall advise MSWMAC.

The Solid Waste Division supports the advisory committees’ request and believes the change in dates will not impede efforts to prepare the County’s solid waste system for waste export.
